SCHOOLS ORIENTEERING CHAMPIONSHIPS

Dear Parent, 

Your child has been invited to this event with the school on Friday, October 28 at Dumaresq Dam. The cost for each child is $3.00 for course entry and a map that they are entitled to keep, plus transport of ____. Please read the following information and decide with your child the most suitable course to enter. Tick the appropriate box below for either the score course or one of the line courses and return the bottom section to the school by 14 October 2011.

1. The score course is suitable for beginners or those who just want to participate without being individually competitive. The aim of the course is to find as many control sites as possible in one hour. The controls are easy to find, being situated close to easily located landmarks, and they can be visited in any order. Students go in groups of 2-4, choosing their own route around the course. Teamwork is important for success and enjoyment in this event. A compass is NOT required, but at least one member of each group will need to have a watch. 

2. The line courses are for the more competitive, experienced orienteers. Controls must be found in the order given (1, 2, 3...etc.). Students compete individually or in pairs and must have some orienteering experience, either at school, at club events, or elsewhere. The course standards are indicated by a colour code which reflects the difficulty of navigation: the green course is moderately easy - a compass is not essential but may be useful; and the orange course is moderately difficult – a compass is desirable.

3. Trophies will be awarded to the first three boys and first three girls in each of the line courses. Certificates will be awarded to the best boys and best girls teams in the score course in each of the primary, junior secondary and senior secondary age groups.

4. The perpetual PSSA trophy will be awarded to the primary school gaining the highest point score on the basis of school size, performance and participation in the score course and blue line course. Details of the scoring are available at the school.

5. On the day, your child will need drinking water, shoes for walking/running, possibly a watch (one per team in the score course), and be prepared for a day in the sun (hat, sunscreen, long sleeves) or rain (hat, jacket, change of clothes). Don't forget a warm top if it is cool or windy, and a compass if desired.
